Trizin™ is a Sterile ophthalmic solution containing
cetirizine, which is a histamine-1 (H,) receptor antagonist.

Composition:

Trizin™ Sterile Eye Drops: Each ml contains Cetirizine
Dihydrochloride BP equivalent to Cetirizine 2.40 mg.
Preservative: Sodium Perborate BP 0.001%.

Indications:
Trizin™ Sterile Eye Drop is indicated for the treatment of
ocular itching associated with allergic conjunctivitis.

Dosage and administration:

The recommended dosage of Trizin™ Sterile Eye Drop is
to instill one drop in each affected eye twice daily
(approximately 8 hours apart) or directed by the
physician.

Side-effects:
The most common side-effect are ocular hyperemia,
instillation site pain, and visual acuity reduces.

Contraindications:
None.

Use in pregnancy and lactation:

Pregnancy: There were no adequate or well-controlled
studies with Cetirizine in pregnant women. Cetirizine
should be used in pregnancy only if the potential benefit
justifies the potential risk to the fetus.

Lactation: There is no adequate information regarding
the effects of cetirizine on breastfed infants.

Use in pediatrics:
The safety and effectiveness of cetirizine has been
established in pediatric patients 2 years of age and older.

Pharmaceutical precautions:

Keep out of the reach of children. Should be dispensed
only on the prescription of a registered physician. Close
the bottle immediately after use. Do not use for longer
than one month after opening the bottle.

Storage:
Store below 30°C, protected from light & in a dry place.
Keep all medicine out of the reach of children.

Trizin™ Sterile Eye Drops: Each plastic dropper bottle
contains 5 ml Sterile Eye Drops and an insert.
